Tips for Correct Margins in the Applied Dissertation Manuscript
( Follow carefully the guidelines specified on page 2 of the Format Guide for the Applied Dissertation.

( Do not rely on your computer settings to establish correct margins. Use a ruler to ensure that margins are correct. Except in some appendix material (which may have larger margins), left margins should be exactly 1.5 in. and top margins should be exactly 1 in. 
( The unjustified (ragged) right margin should also be 1 in. For obvious reasons, not all lines of type will end exactly 1 in. from the right side of the page. However, some lines of type on a page should end exactly 1 in. from the right side; if that does not occur, your right margin is likely to be incorrect.

( It is not mandatory that a table or figure immediately follows its text discussion. If there is insufficient space to fit a table or figure on the page on which it is referenced, continue to type the narrative text (even if it does not relate to the table or figure) to the 1-in. bottom margin. The table or figure should appear as soon as possible after that page, usually at or near the top of the next page. 
( The required removal of your word-processing program’s widow/orphan line control means that widow and orphan lines are acceptable in your manuscript. That is, the first line of a paragraph can be the last line of a page, and the last line of a paragraph can be the first line of a page.

( A third-level heading (APA Level 3) may appear on the bottom of a page because it is part of a paragraph. A second-level heading (APA Level 2) that falls on the bottom line at the 1-in. margin should be brought to the top of the next page.
( In the References section, an entry can be broken at the bottom of a page (e.g., the first line of the entry appearing on the last line of a page).
